	Regular and sustained music engagement has a proven link to improvement in reading/comprehension skills.
The Music Curriculum we deliver follows the NMC; progression is assured through delivery by one teacher throughout the school within the areas of singing, playing and creating music.
	Expectations of behaviour in the music room and in the school hall remain high. Children from EY onwards are taught and understand ‘sleeping instruments’ taking turns and listening to each other respectfully, and by Y6 music behaviour expectations have been firmly and consistently embedded.
	Children’s own unique creative responses to a wide range of music are always heard, welcomed and celebrated.
Children’s own strengths are celebrated through providing them with opportunities to progress their music interest and talents.
	The music vision for the school drives ambition for all. The Music lead is a visible presence around the school, teaching every class EY-Y6 + Meerkats once a week in addition to SongSing assemblies. The curriculum is continually under review for effectiveness and inclusion is at the forefront of our practice.
	Songs are regularly chosen for SongSing assemblies that motivate, inspire and teach, in addition to reinforcing our half termly school values. These songs are used in pivotal assemblies and focal school points during the year. The Music lead is actively involved in major events within the church calendar. 



	Transitions within the Music room are smooth and well organized. A variety of retrieval practice is used, and the children recognize the importance of this in their learning.
The Music Lead is clear about the more vulnerable children in our school and how to support them (including weekly Meerkat music lessons)
	
Routines and expectations within the Music room are clear.
Positive relationships exist between the Music Lead and all the children taught.

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	Music Development plan

	1- Overall objective
	To provide every child at St Martin’s with a regular and progressive music education, instilling in them, by example, a love of and appreciation for a wide range of music from different genres. At the heart of the music curriculum are creativity, curiosity and excitement and children who are developing increased self-confidence, self-esteem and collaborative skills. We aim to build a curriculum with musical sound at the cornerstone with a progressive pathway for every child. Music opportunities will support children’s mental health and allow them time to express their emotions. This education allows them to sing, play and create music, while at the same time enabling them to progress with their own individual musical interests and talents. 

	2 – Key Components
	The Music Curriculum largely follows the MMC and all pupils have weekly class music lessons in addition to weekly SongSing assemblies, totalling over an hour a week. Each of the key areas of singing, listening, composing and performing are developed throughout the school, contributing to the children steadily increasing their musicianship. The contents are drawn from a mix of Charanga, Music Express and SingUp. (see later for details)
SEND children in Meerkats also have weekly lessons encouraging taking turns, listening and solo playing, where Widgits are used to ensure the understanding of their structure.
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Class instrumental teaching: 
EY/KS1 children experience a wide range of tuned and untuned percussion on a weekly basis from boomwhackers to chime bars maracas and castanets.
Y2: In addition to tuned percussion, children learn to play the recorder, part I
Y3: Chime bars, xylophones and recorder part II culminating in them knowing and reading 5 notes
Y4: Chime bar and xylophone/boomwacker with playing and reading staff notation
Y5: Build on Y4 instrumental experiences along with ukulele I course. Music technology I: using Ableton, YuStudio and creating their own hip-hop pieces.
Y6: Ukulele II culminating in ukelele/keyboard blues ensemble playing. Music technology II: Further exploring YuStudio and creating their own cliché music with voiceover.
PP children:  children are identified and offered opportunities such as individual music lessons/iRock/Festivals with funding so they are enabled to fully progress with their individual music interest and talents.
Choirs:  We have a KS1 (Songbirds) and a KS2 (Loud and Proud) Choir who rehearse weekly in addition to forming separate choirs for after school rehearsals for festivals/performing events.
WS singing assemblies: both KS1 (who have as part of this an ‘EduSing’ ) and KS2 sing together every week in SongSing assemblies as well as in Celebration assemblies
Performance opportunities: Music Spotlight Superstars weekly/SMHT/Celebration assembly, end of term PTFA events, plus  Festivals a year which enable many to enjoy performing
Bandlings: This is a KS1 BAND that rehearses after school on Thursdays where we learn beat and rhythm skills, as well as the ability to play effectively together.
Fuse Drumming: This is a lunchtime drumming activity where each year group alternates half termly.
Remarkable Recorders: This is also a lunchtime extra-curricular activity where junior children are encouraged to extend and develop their recorder skills learned in Y2/3.
